The number of parents responding was 58 (out of 301
members = 19%)

Teacher Summary

In general, extremely positive comments about the program,
the quality of teaching, the value of the time spent and desire
to see it continue.

Less enthusiastic about shifting funds from their classroom
enrichment funds to cover AIRT would prefer another source.

Parent summary

Overall, enthusiastic response to the art, the education of their
kids, the teachers and need for it to continue.

Less enthusiasm for shifting funds from classroom enrichment.
A couple of suggestions for fundraising specifically for this
program.

Recommendations

The quality of the Art projects was outstanding and the concepts were
covered well. One hour was not quite enough time although | was impressed
with how well the inructors kept the class on task and moving to completion
of the projects.

| believe it is the classroom teacher's responsibility to integrate the lessons
from AIR into their curriculum. It is simple. It just needs to be deliberate.
Some of the classes required a little too much listening from the
children...the more hands on the better.

| LOVE, LOVE, LOVE this program! | simply do not have the
time/resources/ability to give my students the professional, enriching, and
creative experiences this program provides for our students. | think we need
to do whatever we can to keep it!!

One suggestion for next year would be
to have the AIR team and grade level teachers see if there is a way to apply
classroom learning to the projects - eg last year 1st grade did a project where
the class teacher could point out the science curriculum terms of force and
gravity during the process of making the garden stakes.

PARENT FUNDING COMMENTS

The PROCESS of learning art fundamentals is as important or more important
than having perfect products. My kid has enjoyed the program and you have
done a good job. | don't think it's wise to suggest taking money out of
classrooms. A fundraiser would be better.

I'm not sure what the $200 teacher enrichment gets used for now, so | don't
know if it would be better spent on AIR.

I'm a little uncomfortable with a blanket decision to shift the classroom
enrichment to this program. There are so many things that it can be used for,
and teachers each have different strengths and weaknesses where the
enrichment can be used. This seems to prioritize art over many other
essentials that the money is used for. | would suggest the PTA have a
seperate line item at enrollment time where parents can make individual and
seperate donations to the AIR program. And, seperate fund raising just for
AIR is another possibility - i.e. - perhaps art/craft kits at all of the events
who's profit goes to AlR.

It would be important to know how the $200 enrichment is being used in the
classroom before switching to the AIR program. Teachers should not be
paying for classroom supplies out of their own pocket!

| have volunteered both this and last year for the AIR program. These ladies
have done a great job. It is not just arts and crafts, but art education. They
have put a lot of effort into it and taught the kids a lot. The projects are all
relevant to the grade levels. | would rather see this program than field trips
be available for the kids. | do not know what the classroom enrichment
money is used for so its hard to say whether that is appropriate. This is a
public school that should have art included in my child's education without
me having to spend more money and time than | already do. Please keep this
program.

If you are giving teachers $200/year..you should have them complete at the
beginning of the year a simple grant application to indiciates how funds are
being used. Giving them S to "play" is not charitable and worthy of support.
My son loved this program. | wouldn't want to shift the $200/ teacher
classroom enrichment to AIR if the teachers didn't support this. | believe that
their opinion on question 1.7 should matter the most!!!!
